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OCEAN VIEW SCHOOL DISTRICT TO CUT $3.5 NLLION MORE FROM NEXT YEAR'S SCHOOL BUDGET

At Village View we have already seen the impact of $1.5 million in reduced revenue for this year school year: K-3 class size
went uo to 24:1.

Due to California's continuing state budget deficit, funding to public schools will again be drastically reduced. For the
2010-11 school year, our district must cut an additional $3.5 million from the budget. The district may also be faced with
additional mid-year cuts for the current school year.

How will this impact Village View! Our district administrators have said they are no longer making cuts, they are
"amputating." Now is the time to be concerned. Now is the time to educate yourself about the impact of reduced funding
on our children's education. It is important that parents and school community members get involved. Please forward
your budget comments, questions, and concerns to the Community Budgetary Advisory Committee via Village View par-
ent/CBAC member Vanessa Nalle (vnalle@socal.rr.com) and they will be communicated at the next meeting.
